* What was the high point of your past week?
*  What was the low point of your past week?
* If time allows: [Ask a follow up question from the previous weeks study.]

Key Questions

*  What's one idea from the Football Sunday presentation that really stood out
to you? Why did this grab your attention?

* The theme for Football Sunday was overcoming in life through the power of
Jesus Christ. How have you pushed through adversity in life to experience the
reward on the other side?

* Is there a situation in your life right now that you are struggling to overcome?
How is does your faith in Jesus impact your view of difficult situations?

Optional Questions - If needed, include one or more of these scriptures and questions
to extend your conversation.

® Which of the stories shared on Football Sunday most impacted you? Why?

* Read Revelation 12:11 aloud. This verse shows how we overcome in life by
the power of Jesus and the power of our testimony. Why do you think it’s so
powerful to hear someone’s story of what God has done in his or her life?

® Read Psalm 103:17 aloud. This verse illustrates the power of breaking
generation cycles of sin in order to leave a blessing for the next generation. Is
there an area of life where you feel called to overcome the bad decisions or
pain that somebody else brought on you?

® Read Isaiah 49:16 aloud. God is always aware of our needs and the one with
the power to overcome. One of the NFL couples shared about the pain of
miscarriage and not understanding “why”. They felt hopeless. Then a friend
from church reminded them that, “God has not forgotten you”. What strength
do you gain from knowing God knows your needs? That you're not forgotten?
