Key Questions 
 

• What’s one idea from Sunday’s message that really stood out to you? Why did 
this grab your attention? 

• “You Are Saved From Something, For Something.” Lifeway research shows that 
about 85% of Christians are unable to name their purpose. They have enough 
of Jesus to be “saved”, but lack an awareness of what’s next. Why do you think 
this is? What can you do to be one of the 15% fully aware of your purpose? 

• Fill in the blank then share why: I feel most fulfilled when I __________________. 

• “See What God Can Do Through You.” Many ask what can God do FOR me. Few 
ask what can God do THROUGH me. Are you following Jesus because of what 
He can do for you, or for what He can do through you? Why?  

 
Optional Questions – If needed, include one or more of these scriptures and questions 
to extend your conversation. 
 

• “The Church is a redeemed community that exists for the benefit of its non-
members.”  Ps Blake shared a vision of inviting our city to take a seat at the 
table and finish what Jesus started. Is there someone you are praying about 
bringing to church? How can we pray for them to respond to your invitation? 

• Read Mark 14:22-26 aloud. After hearing Sunday’s message, do you view 
Communion (Lord’s Supper) differently? Why do you think Jesus’ asked us to 
continue to take this meal until He returns? Why is remembering important? 

• Read John 19:28-30 aloud. Jesus drank judgment, so you could drink joy. The 
Greek word used here for “Finished” means “paid in full”. Jesus fully drank 
God’s wrath towards sin so we could fully drink God’s joy towards Jesus. Do 
you struggle to believe your sins are paid in full or that you can experience 
full joy? Why or why not? 

• Read Psalm 139:14 aloud. What is most interesting to you about this verse?
